NEST BIG DREAMS CHALLENGE OFFICIAL RULES



NO PURCHASE NECESSARY. 
The NEST 529 College Savings Plans want to hear from your child about his/her Big Dreams when grown up. Make us laugh. Make us cry. Make us say, "Wow! This child’s big dream is awesome!”  Dreams do not necessarily need to be a “real” career and it should reflect your child’s imagination.  

1. ELIGIBILITY: Open to individual, U.S. residents who are of the age of majority in the state in which the individual resides (“Entrant”).  U.S. residents in the states of Florida or New York are not eligible to enter or win a prize.  Void where prohibited or restricted by law.  Employees of First National Bank of Omaha (“Program Manager” or “Sponsor”), the Nebraska State Treasurer (“Treasurer”), the Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust, the Nebraska Investment Council (“Council”), Upromise Investments, Inc., any other FINRA member, any judge of this Contest, member of the Creighton University Theatre Club or member of Alpha Psi Omega – Creighton University and each of their respective parents, related, subsidiary and affiliated companies, officers, directors, agents and representatives (collectively “Contest Parties”), and each of their immediate family members (spouse, parents, children and siblings, and their respective spouses, regardless of where they live) and individuals living in the same households of the above, whether or not related, are not eligible to enter or win a Prize.  Each Entrant, by participating in NEST Big Dreams Challenge (“Contest”), agrees to be bound by these Official Rules and Program Manager’s decisions.  The Contest is subject to all applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations. 
2. TO ENTER: Entrant must create a video of Entrant’s child, (natural, adopted or step of each), who is eight years old or younger as of October 31, 2013 (“Child”) and complete the entry requirements as described below.  Contest begins at 12:00:00 am, Central Time (“CT”) on October 1, 2013 and ends at 11:59:59 p.m., CT on October 31, 2013 (“Contest Period”).   Limit one (1) entry per Child and one (1) entry per email address.  No duplicate entries are permitted.  Multiple entries will disqualify all related entries.  Submission of an entry constitutes the Entrant and Child’s parent or guardian’s consent to participate in the Contest, and consent for the Program Manager to obtain and use the Entrant’s first and last name, photo, video, and certain non-identifying information, as well as the Child’s first and last name for the purpose of administering this Contest.  The Contest is not a recommendation to invest in the NEST Direct College Savings Plan (“NEST Direct Plan”) or NEST Advisor College Savings Plan (“NEST Advisor Plan”) (each a “Plan”).
The Entrant must complete the following steps: 
· Step One: Read these Official Rules, which can also be found at www.nestbigdreams.com, www.NEST529Direct.com, or www.NEST529Advisor.com.  

· Step Two: Create your Video and Enter the Contest  
· Create and upload your video to YouTube
· Create a 60-second-or-less video showing the Child communicating his/her Big Dreams.
· Visit www.youtube.com.  Current YouTube users can use their existing YouTube account.  New users can create a free account by following the instructions on the YouTube website.  
· Upload your video to YouTube.  The YouTube video will need to be “Public” or “Unlisted”, but cannot be “Private”, until winner notification is completed on or about November 30, 2013.
· Enter the Contest 
· Go to www.nestbigdreams.com
· Select How to Get Started, which outlines the process to enter the Contest.
· Go to the Register page and enter all required information for the Entrant and the Child (“Registration”).  For the Entrant, please include first and last name, email address, residential street address, city and state and phone number.  For the Child, please include first and last name. 
Be sure to check the box attesting to having read these Official Rules including that you have written permission from the Child’s parent(s) or legal guardian(s) as outlined in Section 3. 
· Go to the Submit my Video page and enter a title and description of the video and paste the link to your YouTube video (“Video Submission”).
Both the Registration and Video Submission (“Submission”) must be completed to be considered entered into the Contest. 

Your Submission will be reviewed by NEST to ensure compliance with the Official Rules.  The Entrant will receive an email confirmation after Registration, and a second email indicating that the Submission has been approved (“Valid Submission”).  Only Valid Submissions will be eligible to win prizes and be displayed on www.nestbigdreams.com.
· Step Three: Share your entry.

· Share your Valid Submission via email or other desired social media sites.

· Ask friends, family, and colleagues to give your video a “thumbs up” to cast their vote DAILY.  All voting must be completed by October 31, 2013.  See the winner section criteria in Section 5.

By entering the Contest you are consenting to allow us to reach out to you from time to time about this Contest.  
If you do not complete Step Two by 11:59:59 pm CT on October 31, 2013, your Submission will not be entered into the Contest and will not be eligible to be considered as a Valid Submission or for a Prize. Sponsor is not responsible for Entrant's failure to complete each step of the registration process in a timely fashion or for any technical errors which cause Entrant’s failure to complete each step of the registration process.  

IMPORTANT: Be sure to save your video in the original format after uploading it for the Contest.  If you are selected as a winner, you may need to provide Sponsor with your submission in its original format.  Video will need to remain on YouTube until winner selection is completed.

3. CONDITIONS OF ENTRY: As conditions of entry into this Contest, and by uploading and entering a Submission, Entrant warrants and represents that the Submission (a) is original and has been legally created; (b) does not infringe the intellectual property, privacy or publicity rights or any other legal or moral rights of any third party; (c) has not been entered in or won previous contests or awards; and (d) has not been published or distributed previously in any media. 

Entrant represents that he/she owns all rights to his/her Submission, including, without limitation, the copyrights in the recording and the performance contained therein. Entrant further represents and warrants that the Entrant has obtained permission from each person whose name, image, likeness or voice (“Likeness”) is included in the Submission, and that such person(s) have granted Entrant all necessary rights to use the person's Likeness as described in these Official Rules, and that Entrant can make written copies of such permissions available to the Sponsor upon request. Such grant of rights must include written permission from the minor’s parent or legal guardian authorizing the use of the minor's likeness on behalf of the minor. By uploading a Submission, Entrant irrevocably grants Sponsor and its affiliates, legal representatives, assigns, agents and licensees the unconditional and perpetual right and permission to reproduce, encode, store, copy, transmit, publish, post, broadcast, display, publicly perform, adapt, exhibit and/or otherwise use or reuse (without limitation as to when or to the number of times used), the Entrant’s Submission, including, but not limited to, the recording and the performances contained therein (in each case, as submitted or as edited/modified in any way by the Sponsor, in its sole discretion), as well as to use Entrant’s name, likeness, photograph (collectively, “Likeness”), and/or statements regarding his/her participation in this Contest (with or without using the Entrant’s name) in any and all media without limitation as to time or territory, and without additional compensation or approval from the Entrant or any other party. Entrant waives intellectual property rights, privacy/publicity rights or other legal or moral rights that might preclude the Sponsor's use of the submission, and agrees not to sue or assert any claim against the Sponsor for the use of the Submission or Entrant’s Likeness or statements. Entrant agrees to indemnify and hold Sponsor, its agencies and their respective affiliates, officers, directors, agents, co-branders or other partners, and any of their employees (collectively, the “Indemnities”), harmless from any and all claims, damages, expenses, costs (including reasonable attorneys' fees) and liabilities (including settlements), brought or asserted by any third party against any of the Indemnities due to or arising out of the Entrant’s Submission, or the Entrant’s conduct in creating a Submission or otherwise in connection with this Contest, including but not limited to claims for trademark infringement, copyright infringement; violation of an individuals right of publicity or right of privacy; or defamation. Entrant further agrees to release Sponsor from any and all claims that any advertising subsequently produced, presented, and/or prepared by or on behalf of Sponsor infringes Entrant’s rights with regard to any elements, characters or ideas contained in any submission.
4.  ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS: The video must be 60 seconds or less in length, and must be primarily in English. Once you complete and submit your video, your Submission is final and may not be modified or edited. No Submissions will be returned. The person named in Registration for the Submission will be deemed the Entrant. In the event of dispute regarding the identity of an Entrant, dispute will be resolved in favor of the individual who is the “authorized email account holder” of the email address provided on the Registration form. “Authorized email account holder” is defined as the natural person assigned an email address by an Internet access provider, online service provider, or other organization (i.e., business, education institution) responsible for assigning email addresses for the domain associated with the submitted email address.  Please note the following: 

· Any elements in your Submission, including without limitation music, audio, speech/voiceovers, stills, video, supers, or other audiovisual materials used must be 1) entirely original, created and performed by you or the child indicated on the Registration form, or 2) be in the public domain.  Use of any elements, including without limitation music, audio, speech/voiceovers, video, stills, visuals or other materials that are not original or in the public domain may result in disqualification of Submission, in Sponsor’s sole discretion.  

· All Submissions will be reviewed before being published or judged; however, publication of a Submission does not mean the Submission has been deemed to be in compliance with these Official Rules. Submissions that do not comply with these Official Rules or which otherwise contain prohibited or inappropriate content as determined by the Sponsor, in its sole discretion, will be disqualified and will not be considered for a Prize.
· Submissions shall not contain, include or involve any of the following: Obscenity; Crude, vulgar or offensive pictures, depictions, images, language and/or symbols; Gang signs or symbols; Nudity; Derogatory characterizations of any ethnic, racial, sexual or religious groups, humiliate other people (publicly or otherwise), any assault or threatening of others; Trespass or the violation of other people's rights or property;  Illegal (e.g., discriminatory, harassing) or inappropriate activity, behavior or conduct (e.g., inflicting emotional distress); Conduct or activities in violation of these Official Rules; Any other content, display, material and/or image that is or could be considered inappropriate, unsuitable or offensive, as determined by the Sponsor.  Only Valid Submissions will be eligible to be judged and receive Prizes.

5. WINNER SELECTION:  After October 31, 2013, the 100 Valid Submissions receiving the highest number of thumbs-up votes will be judged by Sponsor based on the following:

· Creativity and Originality (33 1/3% of score)

· Effectiveness of Communicating Big Dreams (33 1/3% of score)

· Age-Appropriateness of the Entry (33 1/3%of score)
The Valid Submission with the highest score will be judged the Grand Prize Winner, the Valid Submission with the next highest score will be judged the Second Place Prize Winner and the Valid Submission with the third highest score will be judged the Third Place Prize Winner

In the event of a tie, the tied Valid Submissions will be re-judged based on the criteria described above.   

6. PRIZES: 

FIRST TWENTY-FIVE (25) VALID SUBMISSIONS:  The first 25 Valid Submissions received on or before October 31, 2013 will receive a $25 deposit into a NEST Direct or NEST Advisor College Savings Plan account in the name of the Entrant with the Child as the beneficiary (“Valid NEST Account”).  To receive the $25 deposit, the Entrant must be eligible to open a Valid NEST Account.  The Entrant will be contacted and must provide the account number for their Valid NEST Account.  A Valid NEST Account can be opened prior to or after notification of the Entrant’s eligibility to receive the $25 deposit but must be opened within 15 days of notification.  The $25 will be deposited into the Valid NEST Account within 45 days of notification.  Each Valid NEST Account will be eligible for only one $25 deposit.  Each Child can only receive one $25 deposit regardless of the number of Valid NEST Accounts in the name of the Entrant with the Child as the beneficiary.  Winners of the $25 deposit into the Valid NEST Account will still be eligible to win the Grand Prize, Second Place Prize or Third Place Prize.

ONE (1) GRAND PRIZE: The grand prize winner will receive a $10,000 contribution into a NEST Direct College Savings Plan account owned by the Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust on behalf of the Child.

ONE (1) SECOND PLACE PRIZE:  The second place prize winner will receive $5,000 to be deposited into a NEST Direct College Savings Plan account owned by the Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust on behalf of the Child.

ONE (1) THIRD PLACE PRIZE:  The third place prize winner will receive $2,500 to be deposited into a NEST Direct College Savings Plan account owned by the Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust on behalf of the Child.
The Child of the Entrant who wins the Grand Prize, Second Prize or Third Prize will receive a contribution into a NEST Direct College Savings Plan account owned by the Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust for the benefit of the Child, who will be the beneficiary (“Beneficiary”) on the account (“NEST Owned Account”).  The Beneficiary must be an individual that intends to have qualified higher education expenses at an eligible educational institution.  That institution does not need to be located in Nebraska.  The Beneficiary must have a Social Security or Taxpayer Identification Number and a residential street address.  The Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust will own the NEST Owned Account established under the Contest and disburse the funds only when the Beneficiary provides proof of enrollment at an eligible educational institution. 
Any disbursement of funds from the NEST Owned Account may only be used for the Beneficiary’s tuition and fees associated with qualified higher education expenses (other than room and board) at an eligible educational institution.  Any disbursement will be sent directly to the eligible educational institution where the Beneficiary is enrolled.  Any refunds from the eligible educational institution and any unused funds remaining in the NEST Owned Account will revert to the Nebraska Educational Savings Plan Trust.  The NEST Owned Account will be wholly invested in FDIC-insured Bank Savings Individual Investment Option unless the Program Manager is directed otherwise by the Council and Treasurer.  The Beneficiary or the Beneficiary’s parent or guardian will have no ownership rights, title, interest in, or power or control over the NEST Owned Account.  Access to the NEST Owned Account shall be limited to the Program Manager who will administer the NEST Owned Account for the benefit of the Beneficiary with the permission of the Treasurer.  Once a Beneficiary is designated for the NEST Owned Account, no change in Beneficiary is allowed and no transfer of account funds is permitted.  Any disbursement from the NEST Owned Account must be made before the Beneficiary reaches 30 years of age.  All accounts held in the Plan for the Beneficiary, including the NEST Owned Account, will be aggregated for purposes of the Plan’s Maximum Account Balance Limit.  All questions regarding the NEST Owned Account should be directed to the Program Manager at the address listed below in Section 12.

The Prize may be considered income to the recipient, and any taxes resulting from the receipt of the Prize are the responsibility of the recipient.  Please consult your tax advisor regarding the tax consequences of accepting the Prize.
TOTAL ANNOUNCED PRIZE VALUE: $18,125.00. 
7. Winner Notification:  Each winner will be notified by telephone, email or U.S. mail.  It is anticipated that the $25 winners will be notified on or about November 15, 2013.  
The winners of the Grand Prize, Second Place Prize and Third Place Prize will be notified on or about November 30, 2013.  The winners of these Prizes will be required to complete all documentation necessary to open an account for the Child who will become the beneficiary of the account and the Nebraska Educational Savings Trust as the account owner.  The Entrant must provide information for the Child including name, address, social security number, date of birth and other identifying information required by the Program Manager.  The winner is not required to open a Plan account in addition to the NEST Owned Account established by the Program Manager as part of the Grand Prize, Second Place Prize and Third Place Prize; however, the selected winner cannot deposit any additional dollars into the NEST Owned Account.  Therefore, a separate Plan account would need to be opened in order to contribute additional funds for the Beneficiary.

All potential winners are subject to eligibility verification by the Program Manager, whose decisions are final and binding in all matters related to the Contest.  An Entrant is not a winner unless, and until, the Entrant’s eligibility has been verified and the Entrant has been notified that verification is complete.    

A Prize may be awarded to an alternate winner if (i) the winner is not compliant with the Official Rules; (ii) the Plan account documentation is not returned in good order within 10 days after mailing to winner; (iii) the winner is not eligible to open a Plan account; (iv) the Prize notification letter is returned as undeliverable; or (v) three good faith attempts to contact the winner live by telephone are unsuccessful (no messages will be left).  No more than the stated number of Prizes will be made. Except where prohibited by law, a winning Entrant must agree (and, if not the parent/guardian of the Child, have written permission from the Child’s parent or guardian that must be submitted to the Plan) that the Child’s image and likeness can be used for promotional purposes (including media interviews and photo opportunities) during, and immediately following, the Contest. A winning Entrant will be required to complete, sign and return an Affidavit of Eligibility, Liability Release, Child Consent, Copyright Assignment and, where lawful, a Publicity Release.  All completed documents must be returned to Sponsor within five (5) days of the date notice of being a winner or the winner status may be forfeited and an alternate winner may be selected. Additional documents may be deemed necessary by Sponsor in its sole discretion. Winners are solely responsible for any taxes on their respective Prizes.
